According to industry data, the average traditional lease 
term has plummeted from 121 months in 2020 to roughly 77 months in 
2025/2026. Landlords and operators are increasingly turning to "asset-
light" management agreements rather than traditional leases, sharing both 
revenue and risk.

The Shift to Hybrid Work and the Rise of 
Decentralized Coworking
Strict, five-day Return-to-Office (RTO) mandates have largely 
failed or resulted in high employee churn. Studies indicate 
that only 42% of employees comply with hardline RTO 
policies. Instead, successful organizations are using high-
quality flexible workspaces closer to employees' homes to 
organically drive attendance. Coworking spaces serve as an 
attractive middle ground, offering professional amenities 
without the exhausting daily commute to a central business 
district.



Hybrid work has officially bypassed both full-time office and 
fully remote models. A recent Gallup indicator (late 2025) 
reveals that 52% of remote-capable employees now work in 
a hybrid environment, up significantly from the pandemic 
era. Spaces are no longer evaluated by desk density, but by 
how well they support the intentional, collaborative rhythms 
of hybrid teams.



The concept of the "15-minute city" is driving coworking 
demand into the suburbs. In the U.S. alone, suburban 
coworking expanded by roughly 58% between 2023 and 
2025, compared to just 4% in urban markets (LoopNet). 
Distributed teams require satellite hubs where employees can 
plug in locally while staying globally connected.
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AI & Automation Changing 
Workplace Needs
As generative AI becomes an everyday "copilot," 
administrative and routine tasks are taking less time. 
This shift means employees are coming to the office 
specifically for complex problem-solving, creative 
brainstorming, and relationship building. 
Consequently, workspace design is pivoting: demand 
for bookable meeting rooms has hit an all-time high 
of 65% occupancy, and spaces are integrating smart 
technologies like seamless booking and automated 
climate control.


Sustainability & ESG in

Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) criteria are now non-
negotiable for enterprise tenants. Businesses are utilizing flexible 
workspaces to reduce the carbon footprint associated with underutilized, 
half-empty corporate headquarters. Operators that offer energy-efficient 
buildings, sustainable fit-outs, and clear ESG reporting are capturing 
premium enterprise clients.

Similar to the hotel 
industry, landlords provide the capital for the 
physical build-out, while operators like Industrious or 
IWG provide the brand, proprietary technology, and 
hospitality management. This alignment of interests 
mitigates risk for the operator and yields higher net 
operating income (NOI) for the landlord compared to 
traditional leases. 6

Oversupply in Some Cities

By cutting out 
the middleman, landlords can offer more competitive pricing to 
tenants, putting immense pressure on independent coworking 
operators.
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Profitability Challenges

The race to attract premium enterprise clients requires significant capital 
expenditure (CapEx) for high-end fit-outs, advanced tech infrastructure, and 
hospitality staff. Balancing these rising operational costs with member price 
sensitivity remains a razor-thin margin game.

Member Retention

In an era where "switching costs" are nearly zero, member loyalty is difficult 
to maintain. Operators that fail to cultivate a genuine community, or those 
that suffer from network outages or poor facility management, see churn 
rates spike upwards of 10% month-over-month.

Real Estate Costs

Many operators are still locked into legacy, long-term traditional leases 
signed before 2020. In economic downturns, the mismatch between short-
term member revenue (month-to-month) and long-term lease liabilities (10-
year commitments) creates severe financial vulnerability.
